Criteria for the Helen Watts Lester Carpenter Memorial Scholarship 2023


The scholarship for $500 is being awarded in memory of Helen Watts Lester Carpenter (Emily Piercy, former president of KLN’s mother.).  Mrs. Carpenter began nursing at the Nazareth School of Nursing, Saint Joseph Hospital in Kentucky.  Upon graduation, she became the state’s first registered nurse anesthetists training under Dr. Warren Sergent at Saint Joseph in Lexington.  She worked at St. Joseph and Central Baptist Hospitals in Lexington as a nurse anesthetist.  During the 1960’s she participated in some missions with a medical group from Saint Joseph providing minor elective surgeries for the Frontier Nursing Service in rural Hyden, KY.  This scholarship is awarded annually as a one-time only gift to an instructor or nursing program to offset the cost of a service learning project or medical mission project.
